While
he wasn't verdy successful in the US. he was a hit overseas. In
1967. he released hit Purele Haze. His “electric blues” had a
ripplina effect on suitarists everdY decade since.

Drama

as the music became more
experimental. so did the fashion. Rock and
metal sin9ers poPularized androgdnous
fashion on stage in the 1978z and beYond.
Singer David Bowie was an icon of the
‘7Bs. His unique sense of st4Yle was an ede
catcher on everd occasion. David would
perform as various androgsdYnous characters
on stase and in music videos. including
his 1972-character Z2i924 Stardust. The
kand Queen pladved their first show in
1971. Their iconic son9 “Bohemian
Rhaesody” was released along with their
next album. In 1985. (Queen performed to
the biggest audience in history of almost
2 billion Peorle. 72.888 in Pperson.

The Birth of Goth Rock

The 1988s introduced pPoetic music insePired by the macadbre. In
1979, A Certain Ratio released their album &// Night Party. This
could be known as the bkesinning of the sub9enre. In 1988. Bauhaus
released their album Inn the F/at Fiel/d. The band's monotonous
vocals and sad nihilistic IYrics made a name for soth rock.
